Our Meeting officially was called to order by Club
President Mike Pykelny at 7:15.

The July meeting minutes were amended to clarify
that Japanese tissue was used by John
Oldenkamp on his new O.T. Rubber Golly Wock as

described under Show and Tell.

Treasurer’s Report — Howard reported a current
bank balance of $1,518.

Revenue committee member Larry Bagalini passed
out a list of revenue saving options generated from
the committee.
